SECOND ASHARAH - second ten days (Days of forgiveness)
These ten are the days of Forgiveness. Seek Allah's forgiveness and repent for all sins.
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Rabbigh Fir Lee, Rabbigh Fir Lee.         O Allah forgive, O Allah forgive me
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Rabbanaa Faghfir-lanaa Dhunoo banaa 
wa Kaf’fir 'an-naa Sayyi’-aatina, wa Ta-waf-fanaa Ma-'al Abraar.
Our Lord! Forgive us our sins, blot out from us our iniquities, 
and take to Thyself our souls in the company of the righteous.


THIRD ASHARAH - Last ten days (Days of freedom from the hell fire)
These final days are to seek refuge in Allah from the Hellfire.

"O my Lord! Save me from the fire of hell.
